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BRIDGE OVER TROUBLED WATER?

	SOLA – One of Vanua Lava’s most well-known attractions are the twin rivers of Alligator River and Silver River. The island of Vanua Lava is the only place in Vanuatu where there are crocodiles, and local residents remember fondly self-styled Australian “Crocodile Hunter” Steve Irwin’s visit several years ago to repatriate a wayward alligator back to his home island. There are few crocodiles on the island, and though they are known to eat pigs and local chickens, they have never killed a human being. By all accounts the crocodiles are a source of pride, a unique presence on the islands of Vanuatu. Silver, or Sulphur, River is also well-known, as the volcanic water are known to heal wounds. Yet stories of close encounters with crocodiles persist, as the rivers are a central crossing point for people travelling to Sola from Port Patteson and beyond.
